Mediation Schemes Take Off With a Cascading Effect!

Mediation as a tool for establishment of a society
surging towards an environment for peace and
harmony has taken off across the State of MP under
the able guidance of Hon'ble the Chief Justice all over
the State of MP.

Today We have established 26 Mediation
Centres throughout the State of which 13 Mediation
centres were established in the year 2013-14 namely,
Satna, Mandsaur, Morena, Betul, Vidisha,
Narsinghpur, Hoshangabad, Alirajpur, Datia, Katni,
Singrauli, Jhabua and Ratlam. During this year,
building construction of 03 ADR centres namely
Morena, Khandwa and Dhar have been completed
and in 36 districts, the buildings of ADR centres are
under constructions. The proposal for administrative
approval for 07 ADR centres has been sent to the State
Govt. which is under consideration.
