The concept of ‘Panch J” i.e. Jal (Water), Jungle (Forest), Jameen (Land), Jan (People) and
Jaanwar (Animals) was revisited keeping in view relevant schemes of NALSA are (Effective
implementation of Poverty alleviation) Scheme 2015 & NALSA (Protection & Enforcement of
Tribal Rights) Scheme 2015.

A Cleanliness and Conservation Campaign on
the banks of Maa Narmada

On 21.02.2021, under the guidance of Hon'ble the Patron-in-Chief & Executive Chairman,
Madhya Pradesh State Legal Services Authority, a Cleanliness, Conservation and Awareness
Campaign was initiated cumulatively in 15 Districts of MLP. through which the river flows. The
target was to commence a cleanliness and awareness operation at the “ Ghats™ situated on the bank
of the river & also to mobilize the local residents, NGO's, Students, local bodies ete. towards
maintaining the purity of'the river water.

The campaign started sharp at 11:00 am in all the 15 Districts i.e, Jabalpur, Anuppur,
Mandla, Dindori, Narsinghpur, Hoshangabad, Mandleshwar, Khandwa, Harda, Dewas, Raisen,
Sehore, Dhar, Alirajpur and Barwani by cleaning the banks and ghats of River, Officers & officials
of Legal Services Authorities, Judges of District Judiciary, Officers from Revenue department,
officials from local Nagar Palika, Students of Legal Aid Clinics established under Law and other
colleges and NGOs were present,

The holy River Narmada also called as Reva or Narmada is located in Madhya Pradesh &
Gujarat. It would not be an exaggeration if it be called “Life line” of our state looking at its huge
contribution in many ways. But due to mass bathing and chemical wastage the physicochemical
analysis of river, water clearly shows that water quality is deteriorating day by day. Therefore
conservation and preservation of the river becomes one of the topmost priority.

This excellent expression of optimism reminds us that even small things have mighty
impact. The entire initiative was based on promoting the thought that with the intent of protection of
the environment, we must create a place where the environment doesn't need protection at all.
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During the said campaign, shopkeepers at “Ghaat” were advised to maintain hygiene around
their shops and also make the people aware about this. Certain districts have also registered petitions
under the Public Utility Services, where it has been found that institutions have been pouring their
sewage and waste material directly into the river without effective water treatment.

The Legal Services Authorities across the M.P. will review the campaign by regular

monitoring of Narmada cleanliness after this campaign with help of college students from Legal Aid
Clinics.

Madhya Pradesh has adopted the 'Panch J' concept namely conservation of Jal (Water),
Jungle (Forest), Jameen (Land), Jan (People) and Jaanwar (Animals) as an essential step in
maintaining the ecosystem along with addressing needs of those persons whose livelihood is
dependent on environment. This scheme has been taken up keeping in view the guidelines under
NALSA- (Effective implementation of Poverty alleviation) Scheme 2015 & (Protection &
Enforcement of Tribal Rights) Scheme 2015.

The government has been requested to appoint Nodal Authorities upto the Taluka
Level for concentrating on positive environmental outcomes such as ground water recharge, soil
protection, water and biodiversity conservation, sustainable food production. Apart from this it has
been resolved that issues of land degradation shall be examined and efforts shall be made to build
local resilience to the effect of climate change such as moisture stress, delayed outset of rainfall,
droughts and floods.

The Nandan Phal Scheme for plantation of fruit bearing trees and Kapil Dhara
Scheme for rejuvenating water bodies has been planned along with measures for water conservation
and water harvesting, horticulture plantation on land owned by SC,ST, BPL, Small Farmers and
Marginal Farmers, renovation of traditional water bodies including distilling of tanks, drought
proofing (including afforestation).

The focus has been on spreading awareness on three (3) “R"s - Reduce, Reuse &

Recycle, composting of food waste and enriching the soil, choosing reusable over single-use,

creativity through up-cycling , taking care of animals, wildlife as they are an integral part of the
ecosystem- any break in the food-chain leads can be counter-productive.

Blood Donation Camp (26-06-2021)

Campaign by Legal Services Institutions replenishes blood banks by 3000
units in a single day.

Blood is the most precious gift that
anyone can give to another person — the gift of
life. A decision to donate blood can save a life, or
even several if blood is separated into its
components — red cells, platelets and plasma —
which can be used individually for patients with
specific conditions. It would be apt to mention
that with the corona pandemic affecting large
number of people across the State, the entire
medical system was over burdened and large
number of patients were reported battling
between life and dealth and blood banks ran dry.

Scheme to all entitled persons in coordination with the Health Department and local administration.
Recognizing that access to health is a fundamental right under Article 21 of the Constitution of
India, a statewide campaign has been launched commencing from 03.03.2021 under the caption

“Apke Dwaar Ayushmaan”.

The campaign was flagged off by Hon'ble the Administrative Judge Principal Seat Jabalpur
& Executive Chairman from the office of the M.P. State Legal Services Authority while at the
District Court level the District Judge/Chairman DLSA flagged off the rally from the District Court
Campus. The bike rallies converged at the Medical College/District Hospital where a small camp
was also held to make patients and their attendants aware of the facilities available under the
Ayushman Bharat Scheme. At the Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose Medical College Jabalpur a help-
desk was set up and Ayushman Cards of 47 eligible persons were prepared by the Ayushman Mitras.

Through this step it is expected that the MPSLSA, in coordination with the Government
functionaries, shall successfully reach out to under-privileged people across the State and ensure

their accessibility to optimum health facilities and the right to live with dignity through free
treatment facilities extending up to Rs. 5 lakhs annually for every card holder.

I Bringing Dropout Children Back to School Campaign

In accordance with the NALSA Child Friendly Scheme 2015, Legal Services Institutions
across the State have been conducting dedicated programmes for children in need of care and
protection and enforcement of child rights. For this purpose public awareness and sensitization
campaigns against child marriage, child labour, child abuse have been conducted apart from
organizing drawing and essay competitions.

Observing that low rate of education increases the number of school dropouts and
consequently increases the incidence of child marriage creating a vicious cycle where women
subsequently cease to contribute effectively to the economy not only of the family but also of the
society, Hon'ble the Exeucitve Chairman was pleased to approve the inmovative Back to School
Campaign. Those children who never enrolled at schools and also those children who dropped out
of schools or had not attended schools for three months shall be considered to have dropped out.

Accordingly following guidelines were issued for a State wide campaign:-

a) Identification of children who are forced to stop their education before competition of Senior
. Secondary Examination due to any reason, whether economical or social,

Court M.P. vide order dated 10.05.2021, High Power Committee meeting had been organized on
12.05.2021 at the Chairmanship of Hon'ble Shri Justice Prakash Shrivastava, Executive Chairman,
Madhya Pradesh Legal Services Authority, Jabalpur. In that meeting Shri Rajesh Kumar Rajoura,
Additional Secretary, Home Satyendra Kumar Singh,Principal Secretary, Law and Legislative
Affairs Department, Dr. Veena Sinha Additional Director, Dept. of Health, Shri Anvesh Manglam
DG/Director, Prosecution, Shri Arvind Kumar Director General (Prison) and Ashok Shah Principal
Secretary, WCD Department, Government. of Madhya Pradesh were present.

In the meeting of High Power Committee the issues for release of convicts confined in
prisons on parole, under trial prisoners has been discussed and after detailed deliberation,
instructions has been issued to all duty holders regarding taking appropriate steps for releasing of
inmates in pursuance of Court order. It had also been directed in pursuance of Court order that bail
application would be moved by Secretaries of respective District Legal Service Authorities through
the legal aid counsel before the respective Juvenile Justice Board on behalf of children in conflicts
with law. Apart from that instructions, general directions has also been issued to the Jail Authorities
for providing proper medical facilities in surge of Covid-19.

In furtherance of above instructions, 4968 prisoners have been released on emergancy parole
and as per report of DG Prison out of 5776 Under Trial Prisoners 2612 have been released on interim
bail. Again, meeting of High Power Committee had also been convened on 22.05.2021 for
monitoring the compliance of earlier instructions.
