Transgender got recognition

Hon'ble, the Bench of Chief Justice Shri Mohammad Rafiq & Shri Justice Vijay Kumar
Shukla in W.P. No. 10027/2021 Noori Vs. State of M.P. & Ors passed an order on 16.8.2021,
whereby your lordship pleased to bring the transgenders in the mainstream of society :-

"M.P. State Legal Services Authority to provide assistance to all transgender across
the State by getting a survey conducted through Para-Legal Volunteers and help them in
getting their Identity Cards/Transgender Cards 'Ration' Cards and 'Aadhar' Cards prepared
and all DLSA shall monitor this exercise also Collectors of respective district shall provide
all necessary support for survey as well as issuance of above mentioned identity cards."

In compliance of direction passed by Hon'ble High Court of Madhya Pradesh in above
mentioned Writ Petition, M.P. State Legal Service Authority 1ssued directions to all DLSAs
for ensuring above mentioned directions in regard providing all the assistance to the
transgender to get their identity cards and also i1ssue directions to the Collector of each
district to cooperate with this exercise.

In the pursuance of direction made by M.P. State Legal Services Authority, all DLSA
conducted survey through Para-Legal Volunteers and provided all the legal assistance to the
transgender for getting their identity cards conveniently, DLSA Bhopal organized a meeting
on 26.08.2021 with the Paralegal Volunteers of transgender community to prepare the
Identity Card, Ration Card and Aadhar Card of all the third genders residing in Bhopal
district, in which DLSA informed them to furnish information regarding name, age, address
and mobile number of all members of Transgender community in DLSA office, to prepare
Identity Cards / Transgender Cards, ration card and aadhar card of all the members of their
community. This petition was filed by Nur1 Khan, Paralegal Volunteer from Transgender
Community of District Legal Services Authority, Indore for the welfare of their community.

Survey work is under process to provide the benefit of transgender community by
District Legal Services Authority Dhar through Para Legal Volunteer Shri Vikas Patidar in
Tehsil Badnawar and other districts. Soon, we would able to reach every nook and corner and
would able to implement the mandate given by the Hon'ble High Court.
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MEDIATION

Training of ODR Platform

After the e-mauguration of Online Dispute
Resolution Platform as a pilot project in three districts viz.
Gwalior, Jabalpur and Bhopal by Hon'ble Shri Justice
Mohammad Rafiq, Chief Justice & Patron-in-Chief,
MPSLSA 1n presence of Hon'ble Shri Justice Prakash
Shrivastava, Executive Chairman, MPSLSA.

For this purpose, M.P. State Legal Services Authority
has 1dentified and Trained Community Mediators, who are
working as volunteers in the system while SAMA, an Online
Dispute Resolution Platform recognized by the Ministry of
Law & Justice Government of India shall render technical support on trial basis. The process involves
reception of a call by the Urja Mahila Helpdesks, referral to online mediation center and a lasting solution,
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which would be mutually acceptable to both the parties. If the parties do not resolve their differences, they
have nothing to lose or gain and not even their money, time, resource or self esteem as the process is
absolutely confidential.

Training programmes were organized by SAMA in coordination with MPSLSA for
volunteers/community mediators to make them aware of ODR platform.

On this occasion, Member Secretary MPSLSA Shri Dharminder Singh Rathod, Additional
Secretary Shri Manoj Kumar Singh, Deputy Secretaries Shri Arvind Shrivastava & Ms. Swapnashree Singh
and District Legal Aid Officers Shri1 Zeeshan Khan & Shri Jeetendra Mohan Dhurve were also present and
participated the training programme.

DLSA BHOPAL

success Stories

MATRIMONIAL DISPUTE

Bhopal DLSA received an application from a
husband who alleged that his wife that she and her family
want to ruin his family by implicating them in false case
and there 1s a threat to his life from his in-laws. Further,
against the mother and sister of the applicant, a false
complaint of theft was also made in TT Nagar Police
Station, Bhopal by his wife. Husband requested for
conciliation settlement through pre-litigation mediation.

DLSA convened both the parties and they were
counseled and ultimately at the very Pre-Litigation Stage,
parties agreed to reside together after all the differences &
misunderstandings were shorted out. The parties were informed of the Mediation, that the discussions
during the Mediation proceedings remain confidential. After that, discussions were held in separate and joint
sessions,

As a result of separate and joint sessions, the parties voluntarily & mutually agreed to settle their
differences amicably as per their respective terms. After resolving the dispute, parties were welcome with
saplings and they were motivated not to have any misunderstanding in future and also promote
environmental protection.

PROPERTY DISPUTE

Similarly in one another matter, Sh. Vinay
Sharma and Smt. Manisha moved an application against
one Sh. Sanjay Kumar Sharma before the District Legal
Services Authority, Bhopal stating that their mother Lt.
Mrs. Sharda Malviyva & father Mr. Mohandas Malviya
both have passed away and the applicants and the
respondents are their children. The ownership and
possession of house of Mr. Mohandas Malviya,
applicant's and the respondent’s father located at 225,
Housing Board Colony, Kotra Sultanabad, Bhopal, which
after the death of the father of the parties, was transferred
in the name of their mother Mrs. Sharda Malviya. The
dispute between the parties existed since the death of the mother of the parties. To settle the said dispute, the
applicants were requested to get a settlement done through pre-litigation mediation.

A notice was sent to the parties to participate in the settlement process and they were apprised of the
mediation proceedings. After the consent of the parties, as per the process of mediation, deliberation were
held with the parties in separate and joint sessions.

As a result of which the parties voluntarily resolved their dispute amicably on their own defined
terms. With mutual consent and it was decided by the parties that the revenue due to be paid to the
government in respect of the property would be shared.

After resolution of disputes, saplings were provided to the parties with an aim of promoting
environmental protection.




DLSA MANDLA

An application was submitted by
the applicant at DLSA Mandla, to file a
civil suit pending in the District Court,
Mandla. In the said application, 1t was
informed that her in-laws have thrown her
out of the house and are not making any
arrangement for hr maintenance. The
appellant and her daughter are agreed to
live with her husband but her in-laws are
not allowing her to live with him by
deluding her husband and because of the
sald reason, education of her girl child 1s
also getting affected.

Considering the above application,
DLSA registered the case for pre-litigation
mediation and ordered to issue notice of
hearing to the petitioners. After which, a mediation session was organized between the parties on 17.08.2021
by the Secretary, DLSA Mandla, as a result of which, the parties mutually agreed to reside together by
settling their differences resulting in saving the relationship between a family and now their leading happily
married life.

DLSA KHANDWA

In a case before DLSA Khandwa,
the marriage of a woman was saved from
breaking with the sincere efforts of the
District Legal Services Authority
Khandwa.

The applicant was married with
Rajesh about 4 months ago. After some
time of the marriage, there was constant
friction & discord among husband, wife
and her m-laws and many 1deological
differences started arising between them,
which soon took form of hot talks and
started residing separately and their marital
relationship moved towards divorce /
separation. In such a situation, with ray of
hope of justice, the woman approached
DLSA Khandwa on 03.08.2021 and seek help. Secretary DLSA initiated mediation between the parties.
Both the parties along with their family appeared and after counseling them in separate and joint sessions on
different occasions and ultimately they arrived to a mutual understanding and settled their differences. Now
all of them are residing together. Thus, with the concerted etforts of DLSA Khandwa, we have been able to
save one family.

M.P. State Legal Services Authority for the benefit of
timely release of Under Trial Prisoners a Zonal
consultation was convened on 27-08-2021 through
virtual mode in coordination with CHRI and the Jail
administration. The participants included the
Secretaries of DLSA’s and Superintendents of jails
situated in Indore Zone.

This consultation has been conducted with the
object and purpose of implementation of the National
Legal Services Authority (NALSA) New Delhi, SOP
in its letter and spirit. Commonwealth Human Rights
Inmitiatives (CHRI) presented a demonstration on -
EPIC (Evaluation of Prisoner Information & Cases) as
a tool to facilitate preparation of lists of eligible prisoners and the custody warrant, which 1s part & parcel of
above said Standard Operatin Procedure, which unanimously 1dentifies as a suitable template to understand
the entire background of the Under Trials and the same is useful not only for the Trial Courts, but also the Jail
Administration.

With this consultative meet, smaller regional/zonal meetings are on the anvil to focus on addressing
the gaps and concerns in timely release of Under Trial Prisoners. With the concerted efforts of High Power
Committee, 11736 prisoners including under trials have been released during this pandemic period leading
to de-congestion of overcrowed prisons across the State.
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Inspection of “Jagrati Seva Sansthan”

On 02.08.2021, Shr1 Dharminder Singh Rathod, Member Secretary MP State Legal Services
Authority mspected the Jagriti Seva Sansthan located at Railway Station Jabalpur and examined the
arrangements as prescribed under the Juvenile Justice Act viz. educational, physical and mental
development of the children residing in the Institution and their rehabilitation arrangements etc. During the
inspection, about 24 children are residing in the said center. The said center i1s being operated by the
Railways. It was observed that appropriate arrangements are being made at the Center for the rehabilitation
and care of the children. Also, for physical development of children and for children with cultural interest,
Coaches & Choreographer are voluntarily giving their services to the Institution, which 1s a commendable
initiative. The Protection Officer working in the Institution apprised the Officers in detail about the work
being done by the Institution for the development of the children and told that every effort 1s being made by
them to enhance their talent and hone their skills.

During the inspection, the Protection Officer also apprised that keeping in view the needs of children
like residence, education, entertainment, a new building 1s being constructed on the land adjacent to the
existing building itself. The Member Secretary and his team visited the new building under construction and
directed the concerned to create a child friendly environment in the said building.,

After the entire inspection by the Member Secretary, suggestions were made for regular yoga
practice in addition to sports to keep the children physically healthy, which the Protection Officer assured to
start soon.

The officers and staff posted in the Institute were advised to work in the best interest of the children
with utmost sensitivity. On this occasion, fruits and biscuits were distributed to the children by the State
Legal Services Authority.

Home run by the Indian Red Cross at Jabalpur and a Legal
Aid Camp was also organized. During the inspection found
that at present a total of 83 old people are residing in the old
age home. Information regarding problems of Senior
Citizens was gathered on this occasion. Old Age persons
informed that they are given food on appropriate time and the
arrangement of cleanliness was also found proper. Some of
the old people told problems regarding Aadhar card and
pension, on which the Member Secretary directed the
Superintendent of the Home, Mrs. Rajnibala to ensure speedy
action in this regard and to provide the documents of the
concerned elderly persons to the State Legal Services
Authority.

Age Home Basera from 07 to 08.08.2021. In this camp, yoga instructor Mr. Hazari Lal Jat, apprised to senior
citizen about the benefits of yoga by making them practice of Anulom Vilom, Bhramari, Shavasana,
Vajrasana, Tadasana etc.

In accordance with the NALSA Scheme Secretary DLSA awared to senior citizen about their legal
rights, various welfare schemes of the government and also about the legal aid & advice.

DLSA GUNA

A legal literacy camp was organized by
District Legal Services Authority, Guna on
05.08.2021 at Old Age Home named “Apna
Ghar”.

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Litigation Free Village Scheme, 2000

Scheme is the flagship programme of MPSLSA where at least one village in each Taluka is supported by the
Legal Services Institution by constitution of the Legal Self-Service Group to promote free and proactive
legal aid mechanisms for dispute resolution at the grassroot level. Committed efforts are being made to

upgrade the status of these villages to Adarsh Gram.

Under this Scheme, the awareness programmes are being organized by the DLSAs regularly.

DLSA RAISEN

On 14.08.2021 a legal literacy and
awareness camp was organized by the District
Legal Services Authority, Raisen, in the
litigation-free village Nagjhar at Gairatganj
under the NALSA (Legal Services for Effective
Implementation of Poverty Alleviation
