Lifting the Veil of Superstition- From Daa
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gna to Sanjeevini

The soft warmth of my mother’sbody was my first experience of touch. Little did [ then realizse that

the hot iren brand of "Dagna " ritual iz also another touch- atouch  shrouded in superstition, a teuch
which is an antithesis to the common belief that it alleviates pain and in factis the cause of death of

several youngchildren like meinthe age group of 1-6years,

Between the kitchi-koo of toothless grandmas and chit chat of doting aunts, [ graduated from a
dorsal position to a vertical form but my health seemed to deteriorate, The placid gaze of my mother, a
rare but precious sight between the veil that always covered her head,  began to show signs of an
unknown fear as children myagereached notable landmarks of growth, The "doctors" and priestrmen of
my trike carme hovering around with promises of aspeedy recovery but  the ultimate blow came inthe
shape otamandressed strangely with ared hot ironrod,

Iy mother- oh where was shel As | whimpered under the shock of pain, [ sighted my mother,
head covered as usual but this time her eyes were averted. She could not face the sight of her first born

whitherlike a flower below the blows of the red hot iron- the onslaught of the dagna pratha.

Dagna Prathaisapractize amnong certaintribal beltzincluding  District Umariawhere children are
branded with hotiron bars in orderto cure them from diseases. Before thehotironrod is pressed onthe
child’s stomach an oilis placed onaskin arcund thenavel. Childrenlike me undergo immense painand
sufferings and in many cases death occurs due the infection caused,

lcametosensesin anairy space which seemed nothinglike the mud caked home of my birth, The
vail onmy meothers head had parted to give wayto a gentle glow. The glow that comes withfaith, trustand
hopein recovery through good medical care, [ came to learn that [ was ina centre under the Nutrition
FEehabilitation Centreand had been brought there under Operation “Sanjeevani™ acampaign launched

by the Districtadministration Umaria and the Legal Services Institution to stop “Dagna Fratha, ”

The rest is for the record. Sanjeevani Campaign was launched all across district Umaria and for its
effective implementation, district level and block level camps were organized jointly by the MPSL5A and

the district administration.

Methodology Adopted:
. Identificationof children inthe age group of Ote 6by Anganwadis,

. Enlisting services of the Education Departrment and Village Development Agencies,
. Izsuance of prohibitory injunction orders under Section 144 (1) of CrPC on 04,05.2019 by District
IMagistrate,

. Issuance of orders to take action against the persons invelved in the practice under Section

107116(3) CrPC by Superintendent of Police, District Umaria,
. Wide publicity of action taken reported through MNewspapers, Legal Services Awareness Camps,
Jan Chopal, Lok Kalyan Shivir etc. explainingthathealth can be restored through access to medical

services joining people fromdifferent walks of life in the effort to getrid of superstitions.

A target oriented camp was organized on Zisth of May 201% in willage Fudara of District Umaria
jointly with MFSL5A and  district administration, in presence of some officers from NALSA . While
informing the villagers about the side effects of branding, the pain and inhuman suffering causzed to
children as aresult of such a belief systern at the sarme time astrong belief systemin existing  medical
facilities atthe doorstep was created. With effectiveresults, Guardians oftoddlers realised camete trust

the medical system for the happy future of their children.
Follow up:

After starting the Sanjeevani Abhivan, a single incident of branding a child came to light in the
districtin the month of May. After investigating the complaint received in the Gram panchayat Jarmunara,
Janpad panchayat Manpur, it wasrevealed that the newhborn girl Ashwani Baigahad been branded witha
iron bar by Gowana Bai Chaudhary, After this, on 10 May 2019, an FIR was lodged against Gowana
Chaudhary under Section 188 ofthe Indian Penal Codeinthe police station Manpur.

The responsibility of monitoring the Sanjeevani camnpaign has been entrusted to the Department of

Wormen and Child Development. In every village a register is being maintained in which every child from
0-6 vears has been registerad. The Anganbadi worker, Asha worker, Gram Fanchayat sachiv and Sarpanch

of the village and the PLV from Legal Services Institution make sure that no case of branding of the
ragistered children reappears,

Cutcome:

In the year 2015-19, cut of 60 thousand 602 children registered in 763 Anganbadi Centers of the
district, 673 children were reported to be filed, As a result of all the measures taken under operation
Sanjeevani, no suchcase of brandinghas been registered since the month of May,

Today Umariaisfreefromthe curse of Dagna pratha and [ am hale and hearty, Had it not been for
the titnely intervention of Legal Services Institution and the District Administration, the denizens of my
Yillages and District with 80% rural pepulation and 42% under forest cover would have continued under
influence of treatrment by quacks, We now are equipped to join the human race and spread awareness to

remmove these in-human practices and strive for ahealthy envirenment.

The land of wvillage Umargchan situated to gentle

slopes of Amarkantak birthplace of the serene MNarmada
River iz very fertile, People live in harmony with each
other but as sources of water had not been saved there has
been a gradual scardty of water in the village, The only
purnp installed had water for orly one hour. There were
long quenes at the pump in the villa ge requiring drinking
water, There were often disputes about wornan filling the
water first,

Shashi a young worman living in the same willage

would get very upset everyday seeing the controversy
erupt arnong wornen for water, She often persuaded these

wornen not to dispute ameong thernselves, but all of this
was to no avail, She often praved to her willage deity to
resolve the disputes,

On the morning of 30th May 2019, there was a dispute armong wornen over the first water filling, On the same
day ateamnof NALSA from Delhi, MPSL5A and DLSA Anuppur visited the village of Shashi,

All of the visiting officers gathered the people of the village and started a conversation about their legal rights
and problermns, The tribal wornen were seated at the front while the men were sitting at the back. The trikal wornen

weare more vocal than the men,
For Shashi, this opportunity was notless than a boon; shefelt that the willa ge god had heard her prayer,

Az goon as she got the opportunity, Shashi stood up and spole incessantly. She presented inher own words an
illustrative description of the problemof drinking water inthe villageand the problems caused by itto the people of
the villageand the bitterness between therm,

IMernbers of the joint tearn discussed among thern and felt that this problem had created unwarranted disputes
between the villagers. All the merrbers of teamrequested the Chairman DLSA Anuppur that he should coordinate
with the districtadrministration and make water arrangerment.

After a continuous and regular follow up by the DLSA Anuppur the water problem was solved as there was an
installation of 2 tanks having the storage capacity of 50001itres each in the village, Also, bore wells were dug up in
the wvillage to access the underground water and there were setting up of pipelines throughout the village to
fadilitate the water supply.
